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DOST urges PH researchers toward
responsive, cross-sector research

In his speech, DOST See-
retary Renato U. Selidum Jr.
highlighted that progress can-
not be made if “remained con-
fined within rigid boundaries,
hence reinforcing transdisci-
plinary and ethical practices.

“[It] encourages us to
cross [..] between disci-
plines, institutions, and even
scientific expertise and lived
experience in communities. It
allows us to combine perspec-
tives, deepen understanding,
and produce solutions that are
practical and grounded,” said
Solidum.

Solidum pointed out that
knowledge, when visible, cit-
ed. and utilized, reflects the
“true capacity” of Filipino sci-
entists and institutions— but
it must also be translated into
tangible benefits for the peo-
ple.“It must move forward—
toward application, innova-
tion, and commercialization.
But, development must never
come at the cost of our rights,
dignity, or integrity.” Solidum

said while underscoring the
DOST's Three-Horizon Sci-
ence, Technology, and Inno-
vation Economic Strategy.

DOST-NRCP  President
Dr. Ma. Louise Antonette de
las Pefias seconded “respon-
sible research™ is not only
responsive to national needs
and public welfare but also
upholds truth, faimess, and
accountability.

“Research that is not
grounded in ethics and a gen-
uine commitment to the com-
mon good is not progress, it is
failure,” de las Penas empha-
sized. The council president
also reaffirmed that DOST-
NRCP will help shape the
cthical direction of research
in the country, as well as ded-
icate efforts to “understand
the world to improve it for the
Filipino peaple.”

Former DOST secretary
Fortunato T. de la Pefia, on
the other hand, stressed the
need for inclusive collabora-
tion in achieving the goals of

the nation, including the Sus-
tainable Development Goals
(SDGs).

“If there is no collabo-
ration, there will be difficul-
ty in achieving the common
aspirations. There is a need
for inclusive collaboration,
co-creation  of  solutions
across disciplines, capacity
building, and strategizing, as
well as the ethical practices
that are needed.” he stated in
his keynote message

Highlighting  leverage
on collective effort among
various sectors, de la Pena
also mentioned that trans-
disciplinary research hones
the visibility, coherence, and
sustainability of national ini-
tiatives through its programs.

“When we are able to fol-
low this transformation, then
we open doors to opportuni-
ties and solutions that truly
matter for our people, our na-
tion, and our shared future,”
de la Pea added.

DOST launches innovation and
agriculture hubs in Cagayan

The initiative is anchored
on Project SARAI and aims
to position Cagayan as a
model for smart and sustain-
able provincial development
by integrating science, tech-
nology, and innovation into
local planning and economic
growth.

Leading the launch was
DOST Secretary Renato U.
Solidum Jr., who highlighted
the province's strong part-
nership with the national
government in  advancing
innovation-driven  develop-
ment. Innovation hubs are en-
visioned as spaces where stu-
dents, researchers, startups,
and communities collaborate
to transform ideas into prac-
tical solutions and technolo-
gy-based enterprises.

At the center of the ini-
tiative is the Cagayan Inno-
vation Hub, which will serve
as a platform for enterprise
incubation, maodernization
of micro, small, and medium
enterprises  (MSMEs), and
collaborative innovation. The
facility will connect industry,
academe, and government to
provide mentoring, technical
support, and digital trans-
formation opportunities for
entrepreneurs and emerging
enterprises in the province.

Supporting  this  effort
is the Cagayan Decision In-
telligence Center, a facility

designed to strengthen local
governance through real-time
analytics and integrated data
systems. The center enables
provincial leaders to make
evidence-based decisions, im-
prove resource allocation, and
respond more effectively to
development and disaster-re-
lated challenges.

Meanwhile, the SA-
RAI Regional Hub brings
science-based agricultural

information closer to farm-
ers. Through satellite data,
climate modeling. crop fore-
casting, and suitability analy-
sis, the hub delivers localized
advisories on crop selection,
planting schedules, and risk
management to help farmers
improve productivity and
adapt to climate variability.

The initiative comes as
the Philippines continues
to face increasing climate
risks. The country experi-
ences around twenty tropical
cyclones annually, with the
agriculture sector accounting
for more than sixty percent
of disaster-related econom-
ic losses. In provinces like
Cagayan, where agriculture
remains a primary economic
driver, these challenges di-
rectly affect rural livelihoods
and food security.
